From my point of view, that is relatively insignificant as i haven't got doc's knowledge about  China -i've never been there,  things are as complex as they seem to be.

I could say that doing business with Gypsies, Somalians, Moldavians or Romanians would probably get tricky to a certain extent. But it depends what kind of business; I mean how big it is.

I sadly have to agree with some points. 

I totally agree that for many Chinese, Mainland and overseas, Buddhism is superstition, wishes for wealth and prosperity more than anything else. My Chinese family, from Malaysia, functions this way -and i don't blame them but they really seem to follow traditions blindly and do not in the slightest way bother about religion as long as everything is fine (i mean as long as there is money). A good religion is a religion that protects you from evil that's all, no matter how they don't care. It is like "don't wear these shoes in that place on that day or you will never get rich". I must have worn them!!!

Secondly, foreigners in Asia, and mostly Americans, are seen as whites. "The whites". I mean if I see a Chinese tourist in Paris I won't say they "oh here comes "the yellow". But in Malaysia -and I heard from Chinese friends that it was worst in China- you are immediately stereotyped and looked at as "THE WHITE" who has lots of money and what the fuck is he doing there in his country everybody is so rich and even Britney Spears gives concerts...I remember getting  a hair cut in a small Indian  barber shop in a small town near the jungle, and after I sat I had the whole family that came up and observe me like if I was a monkey at the zoo. They spoke in Tamil so I didn't get a word of what they said but it was probably better not to understand, and I probably was right not to show my annoyance as the barber had a sharp razor blade around my neck!!!LOL. So yea, for them, we are the whites man, i mean apart form friends and family that know you well and went past the differences, in the streets -and so in business it's the same I guess- we are the Whites. That annoys me because I’m not white it's not a colour and I always try to see a human being as an asshole, a mother fucker, or a nice lad rather as a white black red or pink. I guess I’m not the only one.

Ahhh strereotypes. You guys poor Americans. Even in Europe, the Medias describe you as the great evil, killing innocents, arrogant and well, so damn powerful -thus dangerous and intimidating Bush fans. In Asia it is worst. You guys carry all these things with you abroad. People, when they are not very educated will see them in you straight away. Hey don't misunderstand me, my step mom is American and I love her, she is one of the perfect counter examples that demonstrate these stereotypes are so damn wrong.

So our Chinese from China. They don't have much. A qualified engineer will not earn half of what a part time cleaner earns in UK. They could only have one child, now they can only have one dog too. Historically, thousands of years suffering diverse oppressions, and the latest one, communism at the extreme. Communism is a thing that doesn't disappear from subconcsients in a couple of years. In Russia you can still feel it so close. In China my friends told me it was worst. The government still watches people from a close eye, and it certainly isn't easy for the youth though who are breast fed by the internet. 

My Chinese friend, I mean Malaysian Chinese -and quite wealthy like many of them, went to China several times and he told me one thing...Chinese are so rude. I was surprised that even he would say that. But that seems to be a reality. In China it is about survival for the most -even it is not for ALL- for the majority.

So I totally understand why they think short term. It is about eating man! Or providing the very basics to your family. Have you guys ever been hungry? Well I guess none of us can say so. When your are in this situation you feel trapped, like in a cage. Everything is like hopeless. And there, educated or not, you could do things that even surprise yourself. If you come with a couple of dollars there, they see a fortune! Of course it sounds so unfair at the end. Doing business with you long enough to rip you off a few bucks will do for them, this is an international fact. 

Yea education. Chinese levels of education are way higher than ours sorry. Then of course you have the guys that haven't studied at all. But in good Chinese school you study real hard and certainly have more motivations to succeed than anywhere else. Even my step mom tells me how the levels of education in the states are low. So I don't think their behaviour is due to their standard of education. I see one crucial thing: CENSURE and PROPAGANDA.

Well I personally have no illusion concerning China; at least I know where I am going. Two years ago I thought China would be very welcoming and beautiful...I can see you smiling at my naivety. Now I know that even it is something that is too big to understand, China can be ugly and in many cases not welcoming at all for any foreigner -of any origin. Greediness man...Censure, misinformation....That's all fucked up here or there. I could say so many similar things about my own country and about every country I went to. But there are some oysters with pearls and some with none. They are all over the world and you can always find some. That's what keeps my alive, looking for these one, little tiny ones, that make life worth it.
