This could save £20 per month on bills. There are many ways people can empower themselves as well as reducing pollution. 

Health:

Graham Horwood is also passionate about promoting and maintaining health by natural means. In the long run this is more economical and environmentally friendly. Therefore informed choice as well as encouraging sustainable and natural food production and consumption will protect the land, the fauna and flora and animals. Thus improving the well being of all ages, naturally, besides reducing the burden on the health service.

Justice:

The UK legal system has become onerous, complicated and too expensive for the average person to achieve justice. A fair justice process is the basis for a fair democracy. Therefore Justice for all must be maintained and improved.   

Human Rights:

The European Charter of Human Rights is on the right track yet needs more focus to be more effective. Graham Horwood plans to assist in the promotion and extension of Human Rights, including the Law,  environment thus enhancing the well being of all members of society. 

Animal Rights:
